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As a result of the positive response to my prior essay about the ancient Bosnian lilies/ pyramids, I was inspired to write yet another essay based on my observations and what I consider not to be a coincidence. All the support and positive energy brought some positive thoughts. I heard from a friend that we recognize certain symbols because they represent the ideas, inserted into our minds long ago.
Every individual is capable to recognize those symbols, depending on the level of the capacity of the mind.  
This explains why some people refuse to see what lies in front of them, the things that are so obvious.  And, this is not what they are purposely doing; they are just not capable of that because they never reached the certain mental capacity.  . 
So, while I was thinking about all this, I thought of one phenomenon that has been intriguing my mind for quite some time: the spiral phenomenon. 
Several years ago while visiting Malta and its ancient temples (their construction is still a mystery to orthodox archaeology), I thought of something very interesting:
